❑ Have the child retell the story in their own 

words.
❑ Go back to each page and have the child 

describe what is going on.

Tips on Topics and Discussions for 
Advanced Readers:

• Why did the mice pick on Robby?
• What does Santa Claus tell Robby to do?
• Why does Robby say, “But I did not break a 

single rule!”
• What changes did Robby make to turn things 

around for himself?

Compare Books
Try comparing the story Robby the Naughty Mouse with other Sculptlings Books, such as Laurence 
the Lawyer and compare the 2 messages.

• Try comparing the characters and their lessons. How are they different? How are they the same? 
(In both stories there is a Character who deals with bullies. Both characters have a problem with 
controlling their tempers. And both characters learn to use self-control to not get angry and 
fight.)
